Hello and Welcome!

We hope you managed to find us easily and are ready to start relaxing in your cabin hideaway.
Please make yourself at home and let us know if we can do anything to help improve your stay.

You can call us using the telephone provided and the numbers are shown beside it, or pop to the
house and ring the front doorbell. The homeowners are Rob & Karen who live in the main house
with three out of their five children still at home, and Rob’s mum who lives in the annexe next to us.

Please help yourself to the provisions left for you in the kitchen, and please use any supplies you
need. There are also spare toilet rolls in the bathroom cupboard.
If your stay is for longer than a week, we will change the bedding and towels on the 7th day.

Feel free to walk around the gardens & paths to the side and rear of the main house, or sit on
the benches, seats, and tables - especially nice if the sun is out. As we will all share the grounds at
times, we trust that mutual respect will benefit everyone.

Please take care when leaving the main entrance/driveway, as you join straight onto a busy road.
The mirrors opposite the driveway are there for your safety and assistance.

We want you to feel comfortable whilst here and don’t want to set ‘house rules’, but there are just
a few things we’d like to mention:

Please ensure that the front black gate is shut at all times to keep our children and pets safe.

It is very important not to put anything other than toilet paper down the toilet, as it is a pump system
which will stop working if it gets blocked. We will have to charge for any repairs.

Please refrain from smoking inside but you’re welcome to smoke outside.

When your rubbish bags are full, either on departure or during your stay, please tie them securely
and leave outside the cabin. We will dispose of them for you.

We would be grateful if you’d let us know of any accidental breakages during your stay, so that we
are aware if something needs replacing or repairing before our next guests arrive.

Please note that departure time is at 10.30am. We will always try to be around when you leave, but
if we are not available, please just leave the key in the lock of the cabin door.

AIR CONDITIONER / HEATING UNIT (BASIC GUIDE)

On the remote control, press the orange power button to switch the unit on/off.

FOR COOL AIR

On the remote control press the COOL button, or press the MODE button until
the snowflake symbol shows.

To set your desired temperature, use the TEMP up & down arrow buttons

Use the centre SPEED button to adjust fan speed.

(If you press the QUIET button, the unit will work at its quietest setting at low
speed. This option is only available in cool mode).

FOR HEAT
Press HEAT button, or press the MODE button until a sunshine symbol shows.
To set your desired temperature, use the TEMP up & down arrow buttons

Use the centre SPEED button to adjust fan speed.

DISPLAY

When the unit is on, the front panel will show the temperature it is currently
set to. To turn the display on/off press the DISPLAY button.

FOR FAN ONLY (NO TEMPERATURE)

Press the MODE button until a fan blade symbol shows. There is no temperature
setting for this mode, it just circulates the air.

Use the centre SPEED button to adjust fan speed.

(For any of the above modes, if you need to change the direction the air is moving
left/right, press FLAP. If you need to change the direction the air is moving
up/down, press SWING).

If you require further information, please refer to the user manual in this folder.



APPLE TV OPERATION & FUNCTIONS

The Apple Remote is fairly basic, however clever, as the top selection is a track pad, which
using your thumb or finger can navigate around the icons. If you press the track pad it works
as a button to select your choice. When used with the Stereo it also controls the sound for
you so no need for another remote. Play/Pause button stops and starts your programmes.
Press Menu button to go back to main screen and backwards from options within apps.

Channels App - It’s our own home TV system, which is like Sky or Freeview. Watch TV
Channels and stop, start and pause. You can also record or put on timer any programmes
you wish to watch later. Please feel free to share this App BUT DO NOT delete any of our
programmes. Thank you.

PLEX App — It’s our own Home Media Library. You can watch latest Movies in A New
Folder. Movies, TV Shows, Music and Talking Books are all available folders for you. There
are over a thousand titles to choose from, so we hope you can find something to enjoy.

Catch Up Apps — BBC iPlayer, ITV, Ch4, Ch5

Subscription Apps — Netflix, Amazon Prime, CBS, Hulu, NowTV. You can sign on to any of
these if you already use them and have your own account.

News Apps — All free and usable.

Games Apps — Games that we have personally bought, but feel free to use them.

AIRPLAY — If you have a device/iphone, you can Airplay most things from your device to
the Apple TV, which is helpful to play your own music or TV shows via your own apps or
accounts.

To push it back up use the same handles and guide it back up to the top.



TV Operation- Full Stereo Cinema Sound + Apple TV/DVD

Press RED button on the TV Remote

Press AV Square box with arrow (Top Right)

Use Arrows on centre of remote to select HDMI/HD DVD
Press OK button centre of arrow keys

Turn down the TV Volume using remote to Min

Press MENU button on Apple TV Remote (This turns it on)

Press RED button (top right) on STEREO Remote
Press MEDIA PLAYER button (this is the Apple TV)

You can now view and use all Apple TV apps and icons. The Apple Remote is also the
Volume Control for the Stereo, so once above all done, can just use the Apple TV
Remote for everything.

Stereo Options

3. FMiis for the radio stations, you then have to change tuning programs.

Directions: Turn left out of the drive and stay on this road to the far end of the village. Turn right by the
church onto Church Plain. Follow the road round to the left and after half a mile take the left turn (into
South Green Park/Poultec). Follow road round to the right.

Poppies Café & Bistro (Yaxham)

Large café with inside and outdoor dining. Breakfast available 8am - 11am Mon - Sat, 9am Sunday.
Lunch menu 11am-close, cakes, kids menu, pizzas & burgers, and Afternoon Tea (book in advance).
Vegan, vegetarian, and gluten free options. For small children there is also a small enclosed playground,
and a farmyard area with a goat, ducks and pond.

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Local General Shopping

Dereham is our nearest town and is only about 10 mins drive. There are a number of high street shops
and banks in the centre which cater quite well for most needs, plus a Co-Op and Iceland food stores.
There is also a small and quaint cinema in the Market Place.

On the outskirts of the town there is a large Tesco, Morrisons, Aldi, Lidl, and small M&S food store within
the BP garage nearby.

Or you can drive to Thickthorn Park and Ride (Norwich Road, Hethersett, NR9 3AU (A11/A47), leave your
car there and catch the bus into the city centre, ask for Castle Quarter. Tickets are between £2-£4.
Buses run every 15 mins.

Fancy something a bit different?

If you prefer to see the historical side of Norwich with ancient, cobbled streets, visit Princes Street which
is full of charm and character, with a mixture of restored 16th/17th century buildings blended with
modern homes and offices. Leading off Princes Street is the winding, cobbled EIm Hill, probably the
best-loved street in the city. With antique shops and the historic Britons Arms, a thatched and timber
building with was once a nunnery and an Inn, dating back to the 14th century. In recent times it was run
as a charming coffee house & restaurant for 69 years, until it closed at the end of 2020. If it reopens again
in some form, it is worth a visit.

The Mid-Norfolk Railway (Dereham)

Dereham station is the Railway’s headquarters. This fine Victorian railway station has been restored to
the way it would have looked in the late 1950’s, when Dereham was still an important railway junction.
The work includes a period ticket office, tearoom, souvenir shop & displays of local railway artefacts.
The railway is entirely staffed by volunteers.

Regular Train rides on the Dereham — Wymondham Abbey Line. Wymondham station is close to the
beautiful Abbey Church and adjacent to the river Tiffey. The journey offers extensive views of the
surrounding countryside, with wildflowers, deer, owls and wildlife to see on different months of the year.
It’s a lovely trip out regardless of whether you’re a train enthusiast.

Train services operate most weekends from March to December, and Wednesdays during the summer.
The railway also holds regular events, steam & diesel train rides, and themed rides at specific times of
the year eg. Christmas (Santa train), Halloween.

TO USE MICROWAVE OR FAN OVEN

Microwave instructions:
Quick Start:

« Open microwave door with handle. Put food/drink item in centre of glass turntable.
o Close door & press the +30s button repeatedly to select the required time.

o Press Start. You can stop cooking any time by opening the door, or pressing Stop.

« Press Stop again to clear the time set, if interrupted before the end.

Cooking/Reheating:

« Press the Microwave button, it will show 900w, press select or just wait 5 secs for it
to go to the time setting stage. (If you want to lower the power, press the up/down
button until required power is displayed & press Select).

« Press up/down button to set the cooking time & press Start.

« To pause cooking to check/stir food, open the door, then close and press Start again.

« Cooking will end after set time & bleep. If you wish to stop it before then, press stop
once, open door to remove food, and press stop again to clear the time.

NB: The metal rack stands (on top of the microwave), can be used to cook 2 dishes at the same time
by placing one on the turntable with the low rack standing over it, and a second dish on top.

To use as an Oven:

Use in the same way as a normal oven (without microwave mode). Use oven gloves

to remove hot items & only use ovenproof cookware, not microwave/plastic dishes.

« Put food in an ovenproof dish onto the turntable, or stand the low metal rack on
turntable and place dish on top of it. Use the rack to get better cooking/browning.

« Press Convection button, display shows 180°, if that’s the temperature you want
then press Select or just leave it & within 5 secs it will go straight to the setting
cooking time stage. Press up/down button to set the cooking time & press Start.

« To change the temperature, press the up/down buttons to set as required & press
Select. Max cooking time is 60 minutes.

« If you want to Preheat the oven first, press Convection, set temperature (as above)
and press Start before you put any food in. Leave to finish. After preheating, place
food dish on the turntable or rack, set the cooking time (as above) & press Start.

To use as a Grill:

To heat and brown food quickly without microwave mode. Place food on the high metal
rack with an ovenproof dish underneath, or cook in a dish placed on the rack.
Metal dishes can be used for grilling, do not use plastic or paper.

« Open the door, stand the high metal rack on turntable & place food on top.

o Close the door. Press Grill button (there is only one set temperature).

« Set the time by pressing the up/down button (max time is 60 mins).

« Press Start. When finished it will bleep. Use oven gloves to remove hot food/rack.

For further details or instructions on how to combine microwave, grill and oven use
together, please see microwave oven booklet in the cabin folder.

Press and hold the Child Lock key for 3 seconds to activate/deactivate. If you also
hold for 3 secs during cooking this will prevent the heat from accidentally being
changed for extra safety. The Lock key is activated when it is lit up and a sound is
given.

1. Press the ON/OFF key, the screen will display “0” and the power indicator light will
light up. If there is no heat setting selected within 1 minute, the hob will switch off
automatically without pressing the ON/ OFF key. If you press ON/OFF key during
cooking, the hob will switch off.

Heat/Timer setting

1. Place pot/pan on the cooking zone before you switch it on. Press — or + to control
the heat level or timer setting.

2. Press — and the power level will go straight to “9”. Press — to decrease the power
level from “9” to “1”.

3. Press + and the power level will increase from “1”. Press + to increase the power

level from “1” to “9”.

Stop & Go

1. Press the Il Pause key during use, the screen will display - - and the hob will be
paused temporarily.

Timer (@)

3. To set desired timer setting, press + to increase time setting starting from 00
minutes. When pressing + for longer time, setting will increase by 10 minutes.

4. During the Timer status, the power level and time will be alternately displayed in
the screen. When the power level is decreased to “0”, the timer will be deactivated
and the hob will beep 5 times then switch off automatically.

Automatic Switch off

The function switches the hob off automatically if:

e All cooking zones are switched off.

* You do not set the heat setting after switching on the hob within 1 minute.

* You do not switch a cooking zone off or you do not modify the heat setting after 2
hours, or if overheating occurs (e.g. when a pan boils dry).
